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.S and .R Extensions 

The .R and .S extensions are used to specify R (reset) and S (set) inputs to a SR reg- 

ister. Logic equations for the ATF15xx family can be written using these extensions if 

the REGISTER SELECT keyword is used and a D or T-type target register is specified. 
 

 

.SP Extension 

The .SP extension is used to set the Synchronous Preset of a register to an expres- 

sion. For example. the equation: 

Y.SP = A & B ; /* A and B are inputs */ 

causes the output Y to be preset synchronous with the local clock used in the macro- 

cell when inputs A and B are true. This feature is supported on the ATF22V10B/C, 

ATF750C and ATF2500C devices which share Synchronous preset product terms. 
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.T Extension 

The .T Extension specifies the T input for a T register. The use of the T extension causes 

the compiler to configure the macrocell as a T-type register. This feature is supported on 

the ATF750C/2500C and ATF15xx family of devices.
